Saturday: 09.45-11.00 Ladies session

Playing Rules:

Proper tennis clothing and shoes (non-marking soles) must be worn at all times

Junior members are strictly forbidden access to the clubhouse without adult
supervision

Where there is no court booking, if a court is in use by adults, and adult members
are waiting to play, members should revert to playing a short set, or not exceed
playing time by more than 30 minutes
